AL-NOOR ORPHANAGE - CAPE TOWN

The Design Foundation students were given a project whereby they had to
find a charity organisation and help to make a significant change in the com-
munity.

There students were divided into two groups. One of the groups decided to provide
orphans at Al-noor Orphanage with art classes. The students wanted to inspire other
young people to learn new things through creativity. They hoped that by introducing
art into their existing routine, they could make a positive change in the lives of these
orphans. The students collected donations from family members in order to buy the
materials they needed. The concept of team building through creativity was the basic
challenge and being Inscape students they decided that making the orphanage look
more attractive should be a part of their project as they know the importance of a
beautiful environment.
